� Reforestation of 5000 hectares

� True Partnership – investors provide capital for 
trees, farmers own land & provide labour, profits 
split 50:50

� Kyoto credits fund development & 
maintenance costs

� Conservative estimate of 9%+ p.a. return



An Integrated Approach
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Benefits for Small-holders

� Short and long-term structural 
improvement of income

� Payment for part of labour and rent

• 50% of total project revenue is more 
than receiving 100% from local traders

• Cheap finance for trees

• Training & support
